Guide-lines for the appointment of a 
District Adviser (International)
A District Adviser (International) (DAI) may be appointed by the District Executive Committee or Appointments sub-committee with the approval of the District Commissioner.  It is advised that the Assistant County Commissioner (International) be consulted prior to the appointment.  A prospective DAI may not commence duty until a DBS (was CRB) check has been made.  

The issue, presentation, validity and renewal of a Certificate of Appointment for a DAI are the responsibility of the District Commissioner.  It is expected that a DAI will be a member of the Scout Association.
An appointment as District Adviser (International) may be held in addition to that of a sectional or District appointment, providing the nominee has sufficient time and resources to act in both roles.
A DAI is encouraged to take appropriate Adult Training on appointment.

The minimum age of a DAI is at the discretion of the DC.  There is no maximum age.

A DAI is appointed to advise the DC on all aspects of International Scouting.  The nature of the duties is as agreed with the DC.

The DAI will be a member of the District Scout Council and may be a member of the District Team, District Executive and the District Scout Active Support Unit or Scout Network.

The DAI will work closely with:

· The ACC(I) and the County Global Support Team (GST)
· The DC on all international matters in the Scout District;

· Sectional ADCs to promote the global dimension of Scouting in Beaver, Cub Scout, Scout and Explorer Scout programmes;

· The local Training Manager to do likewise in Adult Training in the District;
· The ADCs and District Advisers for specialist areas e.g. water activities, mountaineering etc. where the international dimension is appropriate;

· Members of the Scout Network

· The District Scout Active Support Unit.

Likely duties of an DAI
· Promote Global and International Scouting throughout the District;
· Communicate information from the ACC(I) to appropriate groups in the District e.g. Scout Network members, ESLs, Beaver Scout Leaders etc.
· Liaise with local town twinning committees and Rotary International;

· Promote the Global & International dimensions of Scouting through sectional programmes;
· Be involved as required with the International aspects of Scouting on Adult Training courses held in the District and Area;

· Promote and advise on camps and expeditions overseas by Scouts in the District;
· Encourage Explorer Scouts and members of the Scout Network to take part in the Explorer Belt scheme;

· Visit any camps being held in the District by Scouts from overseas e.g. Tolmers, Phasels Wood and District sites;

· Manage the District representation at World Scout Jamborees and Moots;

· Advise and support Scouts taking part in County activities abroad;

· Attend occasional County International meetings and events called by the ACC (I).
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
