Hemel Hempstead District Scouts
Partnership Agreement
THIS DRAFT PARTNERSHIP AGREEMENT IS SUBJECT TO THE DISTRICT RETURNING OWNERSHIP OF THE BUILDING IN WOODLAND CLOSE TO 3RD BOXMOOR WHICH IS SCHEDULED FOR SPRING 2014.

Introduction

This support agreement is between the 3rd Boxmoor Scout Group and the Hemel Hempstead Scout District for the proposed use of the hall as a District HQ. 
Management of the District is the responsibility of the District Executive Committee. 
Management of the Scout Group rests with the Group Scout Leader (GSL) and Group Chair.
Liaison between the Group and the District
Effective liaison between the District and the Group is important. The GSL and District Commissioner (DC) will be the main point of contact between the two, although the Group Chair (or other nominated group executive member) and District Chair (or other nominated district executive member) may be involved where necessary.
Equipment, Facilities and Resources

The “District” will be allowed to use the “Group”’s HQ (which is the property of the “Group”) for meetings, training or other purposes as long as the venue is available and the use has been agreed with the hall manager. 
Consumable equipment e.g. gas or refreshments will be replaced as used. 
Three sets of keys will be made available to the “District” – one to the DC, one to the Local Training Manager and one spare set, held by the District Treasurer (unless in use). The cost of replacement keys will be covered the “Group”, unless the reason for change is due to the “District”. Additional sets of keys may be sought, at the “District”’s cost if required and will need approval by the “Group” before being produced.

The “Group” will provide separated secure storage for the “District”’s equipment at the premises in the form of a locked cupboard, with clear access at all times.
Access to the garage will not be required by the “District”.

The Scout Group will manage its own finances independent of the District. It will provide annual accounts and pay the HQ membership fee, along with County and District levies to the District Treasurer.
The financial arrangements for providing the equipment, facilities and resources specified above are £100 per year. This is to be paid in April for the current calendar year.

Other Matters

All issues other than those noted above remain the responsibility of 3rd Boxmoor Scout Group.
Review 

This agreement is to be reviewed by all parties before at the start of each calendar year. In the absence of a review the agreement will deem to stand for a further year.
